EAB-06001     2006 Kentucky Serious Non-Fatal Accident # 1     Slip and Fall    

On Thursday, January 5, 2006, at 1:15 a.m., a serious mining accident occurred at a surface mine in the Martin District. The victim was injured when he fell while cleaning the back window of a 7770 Caterpillar Rock Truck. The victim fell 11 feet 5 inches from the truck to the ground resulting in neck injuries and loss of feeling in his lower extremities. This accident may result in permanent disabling injuries as the victim is still paralyzed from the waist down. 

Recommendations: 

DO NOT perform any work outside the operator’s compartment while the machinery is in motion. 

Provide a safe means of access to all work areas.

Ensure that all heavy equipment operators are properly trained in and follow established safe work practices. 

Always wear proper fall protection where a hazard of falling exist.

Prior to the starting of the work task to be performed, clear the work area of trip and fall hazards. 

Miners should stay focused for their own safety.  Do not take chances that can cause an accident.
