EAB-06013 -  Kentucky Serious Non Fatal Accident No. 2 - Powered Haulage  
On April 24, 2006, at approximately 5:15 PM, a serious power haulage accident occurred at an underground mine within the Office of Mine Safety and Licensing Harlan District. 

The victim, a foreman, was on his knees near a dip area taking centers in an entry heading with a laser light. A DBT 810 Un-A-Hauler came through an intersection and struck the victim. The victim’s leg was crushed between the bucket end of the Un-A-Hauler and the mine floor. The victim’s right leg was later surgically removed below the knee at the hospital.  

PREVENTATIVE MEASURES: 

1. Employees should not place themselves in a red zone (places such as pinch 

points, chance of being run over or receiving crushing injuries)
2. Equipment operators should sound an audible alarm in areas where their vision is impaired prior to their entering that area. 

3. Employees need to be made aware of the intentions of any person who needs to 
perform work in their area of travel prior to the work being conducted.
