EAB-06014 -  Kentucky Serious Non Fatal Accident No. 3 -  Machinery  
On June 08, 2006, at approximately 3:40 PM, a scoop operator was seriously injured at an underground mine within the Office of Mine Safety and Licensing Martin District. 

The victim was operating a scoop, cleaning (scooping) up loose coal in old workings  (submains) when the scoop bucket was struck by a continuous miner ripper extracting coal from a face entry of an adjacent working section. The whipping action of the ripper head hitting the scoop bucket resulted in serious injuries to the victim. 

PREVENTATIVE MEASURES: 

1. All areas of the mine where employees are required to work, shall be examined by a qualified person. 
2. Warning reflectors shall be place in travel ways that will be intersected by mining equipment. 

3.  Comply with the approved roof control plan. 
4. Employees shall not travel inby the second row of roof supports, while mining with a deep cut roof control plan.
