On October 13, 2006, at approximately 11:58 AM, a pickup truck driver was seriously injured at a surface mine within the Office of Mine Safety and Licensing Hazard District.    
The victim was driving a pickup truck on a drill bench roadway. While unspooling a detonating lead line for an explosive shot, the truck struck an embedded rock in the roadway and suddenly came to an abrupt stop. This stop resulted in the victim’s being thrown forward and being injured. 
PREVENTATIVE MEASURES: 

1. Roadways used by passenger vehicles should be maintained to prevent the 

vehicle from contacting material (rocks and boulders) rising above the road

bed.   

2.   Seat belts should be worn at all times, while a vehicle is in motion.
