EAB-06015 -  Kentucky Serious Non Fatal Accident No. 4 -  Machinery  
On July 25, 2006 at approximately 2:57 AM, a diesel truss bolter operator was seriously injured at an underground mine within the Office of Mine Safety and Licensing Madisonville District. 
The victim was operating a diesel powered truss roof bolter in one of the main travelways in the underground mine when he was struck by a sling rock duster being transported to the surface via a diesel powered scoop. The victim was standing, with his head and upper body upward in to a roof cavity when he was struck by an oncoming scoop.   
PREVENTATIVE MEASURES: 

1. Mine management shall ensure that workers are informed when a main roadway
will be blocked. 

2. Where visibility is limited by the coal seam height, a visible flashing light should     

be used on equipment traveling on outby roadways.
3. When hauling attachments or personnel, the direction of travel for scoops shall
be battery-end first.
