At approximately 12:30 AM on September 19, 2008, a surface miner was fatally injured in the Hazard District.  The victim was fifty-three (53) years old with thirty (30) years mining experience.  He had worked at this mine for eleven (11) months.
The victim received fatal injuries when the dozer he was operating overturned while pushing shot material from a breakdown shot.

Preventative Measures:
1. Equipment pushing spoil over a highwall shall remain a safe distance from the edge.
2. A mound (a dozer blade or loader bucket) of spoil material shall be left at the edge of the out slope to warn the equipment operator.
