At approximately 11:30 AM on December 7, 2008, a surface miner was fatally injured in the Barbourville District.  The victim was forty-four (44) years old with sixteen (16) years mining experience.  He had worked at this mine for four (4) years.
The victim was making repairs to a gasoline engine when he inhaled toxic exhaust fumes resulting in his death.
Preventative Measures:
1. Toxic exhaust gases from internal combustion engines shall be vented in a safe manner – away from all work areas. 
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
