At approximately 3:40 PM on December 11, 2008, a surface miner was fatally injured in the Madisonville District.  The victim was thirty-one (31) years old with three (3) years mining experience.  He had worked at this mine for five (5) months.
The victim was operating a man-lift when the work platform became caught on a beam.  The victim received fatal injuries from the violent motion produced when the man-lift freed from the beam.
Preventative Measures:
1. If the platform becomes caught or prevented from motion, dismount the platform immediately and use the ground control station to free the platform.

2. Man-lift operators shall be familiar with the operating procedures listed in the manufacturer’s manual.        
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
